ELIGIBLE & ACCEPTABLE WORK

Handmade original art and craft, made by the applying artist(s), who will be in attendance both days of the show.  Commercial or mass produced products (including those made with commercial molds) are not acceptable. All artists and collaborating artists are required to be present for both days of the event. Family and friends are welcome, but not in the place of the artist.  Absolutely no sales people or sales agents will be allowed to operate the booth.  If a booth is found in violation of the above, they will be asked to leave without a refund and not allowed to participate in future events.
MEDIA CATEGORY SELECTION & NUMBER OF APPLICATIONS

You may apply to the event with one application if you work in one medium. You may apply in up to 3 separate media with 3 separate applications (please make copies) and 3 separate CD’s with images. NOTE: CD’s will not be returned unless you include appropriately sized SASE for their return. Check only one application for space requirements. Do not submit the same CD for use in different media, they will not be juried and you will not be considered for either category.  
All applications must be post marked by January 15, 2011
DIGITAL IMAGING on CD ONLY

All applicants must submit four digital images -- three examples of their work and one of their full booth display for each medium you apply.  (Slide images are no longer accepted.)  Please send a CD of only your four images in JPEG format with a resolution of at least 96 dpi (dots per inch.)  Each CD must have the applicant’s personal identification number recorded on it.  If you want your CD returned to you, include a properly sized SASE with 2 first class stamps. 
PERSONAL IDENTIFICATION NUMBER

In order to maintain accurate records and confidentiality we will use the last six digits of your social security number to identify you as an applicant. This number will always remain the same. Your ID number must appear on your application, slides, and your check. Applications without a PIN number will not be accepted. If there are two of you, use the most predominant artist. If you are equal partners, use six digits from your federal tax ID number.

STANDARDS FOR JURY SESSION

To ensure a high level of quality in the work exhibited and sold in the Street Faire, we will select a panel of jurors who are knowledgeable in each of the media categories represented. A total of up to 12 jury members may view the work you submit for the jury process. Your work is judged on originality, craftsmanship and impact and freshness of work.  PLEASE NOTE:  We will also do on-site jurying of artists showing at the 2011 Street Faire event. The panel will jury your work while at the Street Faire at the Lakes using the same standards as above.  Unless you are notified that your work was NOT accepted by the on-site jurying, you are automatically accepted for the 2012 Street Faire and will not have to submit digital images for jurying of your work.  You will only need to submit the 2011 application, including a description of your work and booth fees.  If the on-site jury panel felt your work needs clarification, you may be asked for an "Artist Video" or asked to re-submit images of your work for jurying for the 2012 show.
METHOD OF JURY PROCESS
If you are a new exhibitor, adding new products to your line, or an artist asked to resubmit your work for jurying, you are required to submit 4 digital images of the type of work you intend to exhibit. Names are never used in the jury process. Your personal identification number is the only way we identify your work. It is not alphabetical, or in any sequence, so jurists cannot readily identify anyone's work. Selection is based solely on the display of each artist's work and the description given on your application. Points are given to the individual exhibitor. Your work is not compared to others in your category but judged on it's own merit.

JURY PROCEDURE & POINTS

When the jury convenes, jurors are given the objectives and standards of our events. They are instructed to use those guidelines when assigning points. A 1-10 scoring system is used. Each juror works individually, assigning points based on how fully each applicant meets the standards and objectives stated. Each member of the jury records these points on a ballot in silence. There is no talking during the viewing. Final scores are tabulated. Those with the highest scores will be accepted into the shows they applied for. Notification will be sent out by March 30.  Acceptance, waiting lists and booth assignments are based on jury scores and a good, rounded mix of merchandise for the Street Faire.
ACCEPTANCE SYSTEM

As soon as scores are tabulated, invitations are extended to the applicants with the highest scores. There is no quota system, but the event's organizers reserve the right to offer balance to each event. Final cut off scores vary from one medium to another and from one event to another. A waiting list is created from the scores immediately following those awarded exhibition space. We cannot give individual scores or reasons why you were not accepted. The jury scores in silence. Please be aware of this condition before applying.
GENERAL INFORMATION

Registration, parking, security, set up times will be sent when the acceptance letters are mailed. Please be sure to read all material sent and adhere to the set up schedule. This is necessary to eliminate congestion and to keep the shows organized. There is no source of power for electricity supply for exhibitors. Special requests will be handled on individual basis. Booth requests will be based on highest jury score. If you need special consideration or have a specific request, this must be indicated on your application. 
IMPORTANT DATES
January 15, 2011 - Application must be returned with slides of work and SASE for return information. 

March 30, 2011  - Notification of acceptance will be mailed. 

*April 30, 2011  - Last day for cancellations and a full refund.  

May 1, 2011  - All checks will be deposited  

May 1, 2011  - All Certificates of Insurance must be received

June 2, 2011  - Early registration from  6-9 pm and early set up from 7-9 p.m.

June 3-4, 2011 -  10th Annual Street Faire at the Lakes

*Cancellations must be in writing and received by the April 30, deadline. In order to have your check returned, a self addressed stamped envelope (SASE) must accompany your letter of cancellation. Failure to notify us in writing of cancellation could result in your not being invited to participate in future events. Even if you have to cancel the day before an event, it must be in writing, faxed if necessary.
INSURANCE

Each exhibitor must provide a "Certificate of General Liability Insurance" with at least $500,000 coverage listing Street Faire at the Lakes as additional insured. Certificates must be sent with the 2011 application or mailed and received at the Street Faire at the Lakes office by May 1, 2011. If your insurance expires between May 1st and show dates, send copy of last year’s insurance with expired dates you are responsible to send renewal as soon as they are available.
TAX FORMS WITH IRS INFORMATION

All exhibitors and food vendors must complete an IRS Operators Certificate of Compliance ST19. You can get one on the internet or call the Chamber for a form. This must be returned to the Chamber with your application to be eligible for the Street Faire.

· 14. Confections: Food items, not for eating at Faire, but contained for home use

No other categories will be considered. Mixed Media is not a category. Use your most predominant product if you feel your things are not covered, but chances are, you should be applying in two categories, if it is that difficult to determine.

Signature is required in order to become an exhibitor in the Street Faire at the Lakes.
Street Faire at the Lakes - Rules & Policies
· Liability Insurance is required with at least $500,000 coverage 
· An exact expiration date on your Certificate of Insurance is required and must include show dates. “Continuous” is not acceptable. 
· Certificate of Insurance must names the Street Faire at the Lakes as additional insured. 
· It is your responsibility to forward a current Certificate of Insurance to the Detroit Lakes Chamber of Commerce as soon as it is available. 
· Cancellation notices must be in writing and received by April 30, 2011 with a SASE in order to have your check returned. If no SASE sent, checks will be voided and your cancellation will be recorded.
· This event will be held Rain or Shine to accommodate our visitors & tourists.

· Exhibitors requesting a corner space must send a separate $ 25 check per booth for this request.  Because there are limited corners available, we will return your check if we are unable to comply with your request

· NSF Checks: You will be notified and have 10 days to replace plus additional $35 for expenses. 
There will be overnight security Thursday and Friday night, so no tear down is necessary. 
There will be early registration Thursday night from 6-9 pm and early set up from 7-9 pm 
(Please do not come earlier as we will be very busy readying the street and registration set-up.) 
· Friday morning registration/set up will be from 7-10 am. You are expected to be set up and ready to sell 1 hour prior to opening and expected not to tear down or close until after closing time. 
· This is a Street Faire, not a flea market. We do not allow sale signs, merchandise closing signs, going out of business or % off signs on your merchandise or on your displays, nor do we tolerate anyone "Hawking" (yelling or speaking loud to attract attention of passersby) to sell merchandise. 
· Your booth is 11’ x 11’. You will not move merchandise, cash register, chairs or any other items outside the boundaries of your 11 x 11 booth. 
· Your signature on the application binds you to the following:

1.  Bring ONLY handmade original art and craft that you, as the exhibiting artist, have created and produced yourself and that you as producing artist, will be in attendance at the show both days. 
2.  Agree that you have read and are willing and able to abide by policies of Street Faire at the Lakes. 
3.  It also requires you to agree not to use drugs or alcohol on the event grounds. 
4.  Not to disturb or harass fellow exhibitors.
5.  Indicates that you agree to set up by opening time and not to begin to tear down until after the scheduled closing time. 
6.  That you will not play music or other annoying sounds in your booth during show hours. 
7.  You swear that the work you have submitted in your images is of your own design, crafted by you and that the work you bring to the show will be of similar originality, quality and style. 
8.  Bring enough merchandise to cover the entire duration of the event. 
9.  Understand your booth is totally your responsibility, including (but not limited to) the method of display, setting it up, providing security for its protection, selling and taking it down. It is understood that the exhibitor will provide all materials for the booth and that you release the Detroit Lakes Regional Chamber of Commerce, the Street Faire Committee and everyone involved in the Street Faire at the Lakes from all responsibility for loss, damage, or theft of my work or other materials. 
10.  Understand that, once the exhibitor's materials have been reviewed and accepted and the cancellation date has passed, the entry fee is non-refundable. 
11.  Understand that any proceeds derived from sales will be entirely your own and that you are entirely responsible for collecting and reporting Minnesota sales tax. 
12.  You must bring with you and present at registration to be recorded: A picture ID of applying artist, License # & State of issue of all vehicles and trailers you will have with you at the Street Faire
13.  Remember, this is a binding contract. You are stating that you will abide completely with the policies and procedures of the Street Faire and will bring only handmade original art and craft.
