Things you’ll want to know about our Booths, Fees and Requirements:  We limit the Food Booths to 15 booths or less.  We are looking for a unique variety of food items that will make our visitors want to come back for more. We respect our local restaurants and want to offer a different variety on the street, so visitors can enjoy both inside & outside selections. 

Booth Size:  All booths are 11’ deep. Front footage is available in the standard 11’ or 22’ or if you have a special need, we will work with you, where possible, to accommodate your exact space needs. 

Garbage Deposit: There is a Refundable $100 Garbage Deposit. If your space is as clean as you found it when you leave, your (separate) check will be returned un-cashed. If you fail to clean up garbage, spillage, grease or other unsightly messes, we will cash your check and use the $100 to hire a crew to clean it up. If you do not include a separate check but include it in your booth fee, there will be a $25 handling fee for issuing a check back to you.

Electricity and Water:  Electricity will be available for an additional $50 plus any set up expense or fees needed to comply with the electrical company or the Electrical Inspector. Generators are not allowed.   You will need to bring your own water for cooking and clean up.

Booth Fees:. $275 for the 11’ x 11’ Booth. $550 for the 22’ x 11’ Booth.   Additional $25 a front foot for special need booth with a size variance. All booths are charged the minimum fee of $275 for the first 11' frontage and depth.
Vendor Permits:  The City of Detroit Lakes is waiving any fees for Permits to the Food Vendors and the Detroit Lakes Regional Chamber will hold the license. 

Insurance Requirements:  It is required that all FOOD VENDORS carry their own insurance of at least $1,000,000 FOR PRODUCT LIABILITY AND PERSONAL LIABILITY TO YOUR CUSTOMERS. Detroit Lakes Regional Chamber must be named as second insured. Your certificate of Insurance must accompany your application and must clearly show expiration date, amount of coverage and name the Chamber as additional insured. We cannot use any vendor who is not in compliance with this requirement by set up dates of shows.

Set up Date: Thursday, June 3 from 6 pm – 9 pm ONLY  (unless other arrangements are necessary) 
Show Dates: Friday, June 4 from 11 am – 8pm*, Saturday, June 5 from 10 am – 5 pm 
*There will be a street dance Friday night from 9 pm – 1 am.  You are welcome to stay open for this event.  


FEE, INSURANCE AND DEPOSITS, SALES TAX, REFUNDS, CANCELLATIONS, POLICIES 
All Booths are at least 11’ x 11’, which is $275. There is a charge of $25 per front footage if you need space larger than a 11’x 11’ or 22’ x 22’ booth. We will work with you. There is a $50 Electrical fee that must accompany your application. Booth Fee payments are to be made to: Detroit Lakes Regional Chamber of Commerce. Your Garbage deposit is $100 with application.
INSURANCE 
It is required that all FOOD VENDORS carry their own insurance of at least $1,000,000 for Product Liability and personal liability to your customers. Detroit Lakes Regional Chamber must be named as second insured. Your certificate of Insurance must accompany your application and must clearly show expiration date, amount of coverage and name the Chamber as additional insured. We cannot use any vendor who is not in compliance with this requirement by set up dates of shows. 
SALES TAX 
All Vendors are responsible for collecting Minnesota Sales Tax on all sales made during event. Sales Tax schedules will be supplied at set up. Following the event, we will submit vendor names to State of MN Tax Commissioner as required. 
REFUNDS, CANCELLATIONS, RULES AND REGULATIONS 
If you are notified of accepted you must immediately notify the Chamber (218 847 9202), if you want to cancel, with in 3 days of receiving notification in order to receive a refund. NSF Checks: You will be notified and expected to replace that check with a money order, including an additional $25 for administration 
FOOD VENDOR POLICY: RULES AND REGULATIONS 
1. Every Vendor at "Street Faire at the Lakes" work under signed contract, which is non-transferable. The Contract limits the Vendor to the exact space, size, location, and menu items accepted for the event. 
2. Vendors must have all fees paid in full, submit a certificate of insurance, garbage deposit and all other information required on the exact due dates. 
3. All Food Vendors must adhere to Festival Hours. Vendors must be ready for business by the opening times and not close until after the closing times. 
4. All Vendors must adhere to set up times so volunteers are able to work with you to make your set up as easy as possible. 
5. Any Vendor invited to Street Faire at the Lakes must comply with all City and or State Health Regulations. A license from the City of Detroit Lakes is not required, but you must comply with normal safe food handling rules and regulations. Hot Foods Hot, Cold Foods Cold, proper hand washing and sanitation, etc. 
6. All Vendors must have inspected, updated, approved tanks and equipment. For self contained units operating on their AC/DC, all cords and hook ups must meet codes. 12-3 Grade cords for 110v and 14-2 Grade cords for 208, 220, 240 HOUSEHOLD EXTENSION CORDS WILL NOT BE ALLOWED. The Street Faire does not allow any cords, hoses or other obstructions on the grounds outside your booth. Everything is overhead or between two units back-to-back where applicable. 
7. All vendors are required to: 


Have at least ONE working Fire Extinguisher available at all times. 

Supply 3 (three) refuse containers, at least 60 gallon, placed in front of your booth, available for public use with can liners.


Empty and reline these containers on a timely basis, keep area around YOUR booth clean and trash picked up and take your bagged garbage to the DUMPSTER. 
Volunteers will pick up commons area, picnic table area and empty refuse containers located throughout the event, but you are responsible for your own garbage from cooking waste and the refuse containers in front of your unit. We will notify you of the location of the closest dumpster at registration. The Dumpsters are the only place garbage is to be taken. 
8. Deposit Grease in proper assigned receptacles. GREASE PIT location behind Main Street Restaurant.
9. Have proper approved Electrical Cords and Duct tape 
10. Follow requirements of your City or State of origin and good Food Handling practices. 
12. Serve ONLY Menu items approved for you by the committee. 
13. All Vendors and their help must be neat, clean and tidy in their dress and the appearance of the booth. Non-conformance to this rule could cause the vendor to be closed. 
14. There will be no radios, TV, CD players, cassette players or music in any vendor booth. 
15. Alcoholic beverages are not allowed in any booth to be sold or consumed by the working staff of the booth. Any one found to be under the influence of drugs or alcohol will be ask to leave the event immediately and the booth could be closed. 
16. No smoking is allowed in any food booth. Everyone must wash their hands after smoking breaks. 
17. All Staff must WEAR GLOVES AND HAIR NETS AT ALL TIMES WHEN IN THE FOOD BOOTH OR CONTACT WITH FOOD and must wash hands often.
